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Pennsylvania has led efforts to restore forested stream buffers – which serve as filters 
to prevent pollutants from reaching the waters.  The state is responsible for 90% of 
the roughly 700 stream miles planted between 2008 and 2009 in the Chesapeake 

Bay region (Chesapeake Bay Foundation 12.2010 “State of the Bay” report)
